Applications seeking information under the RTI Act may be sent along with the prescribed fee in Pesos (Ch $ 100). The fee in Pesos (Ch $ 100) needs to be deposited in Embassy's Account No. 10278-4 with BANCO SANTANDER. The above calculation has been based on the official rate of exchange for the month of April 2013.
"RIGHT TO INFORMATION" (RTI) APPLICATION
All Indian citizens living abroad are now empowered to file ´Right to Information´ (RTI) application under 'Right to Information Act 2005' by making the prescribed payment of fee online.

Applicants can purchase electronic Indian Postal order (e-IPO) and attach print-out of the e-IPO along with their RTI applications. The objective of the e-IPO scheme is to facilitate all Indian citizens living abroad to have access to information from Indian public authorities. 

An Indian Postal Order can be purchased electronically by paying a fee of Rs. 10 / - (Indian Rupees ten only) on-line through e-Post Office Portal or through India Post website. The Credit card or Debit card powered by any Visa or Master card can be used for this purpose. The web links for the payments are www.indiapost.gov.in & https://www.epostoffice.gov.in.

Important Advisories
Information provided under the Act is available to citizens of India only. Applications should be submitted along with documentary proof of Indian Citizenship (like copy of personal particulars pages of passport). The mailing address is Embassy of India in Santiago is: Embassy of India, 971 Alcantara, PO Box 10433, Santiago.

As per section 6(1) (a) of the RTI Act, 2005, a person who desires to obtain information under the Act is required to submit the application to the Information Officer of the “concerned public authority”. Applicants are, therefore, advised to send their requests under the RTI Act to the Embassy only when the subject matter can reasonably be presumed to pertain to the Embassy. While section 6(3) provides for the transfer of an application by a receiving PIO to another [concerned] PIO, this is clearly meant to cover situations where the application is addressed to a PIO on the assumption that it has been directed to the concerned PIO. Where the information required obviously does not pertain to the Embassy, the application may be addressed to the concerned PIO directly.

	Embassy of India is headed by Ambassador. There are three Second Secretaries who assist the Ambassador in carrying out the functions of the Embassy which include political cooperation, trade and investment promotion, cultural interaction, press and media liaison, contact with think tanks and Universities, servicing of various GOI programmes such as ITEC and Know India Programmes, etc. The Embassy functions within the purview of business allocated to the Ministry of External Affairs under the Government of India’s Allocation of Business Rules and Transaction of Business Rules.

	General Administrative powers are derived from IFS (PLCA) Rules, as amended from time to time. Financial powers of the Officers of the Embassy of India have been detailed in the Delegated Financial powers of the Government of India’s Representatives Abroad.
